Rotary International, General Secretary John Hewko opened his report to the RI Convention, saying "It’s
been a challenging year, but Rotary has proven again that we can adapt and thrive in the face of change.
The lessons we learned this year will shape our organization for years to come ...."

He also said, "When the Rotary year started on 1 July 2020, we were nearly four months into a pandemic.
We were not immune to the fear, uncertainty, and loss experienced by millions around the globe. During
this challenging time, our members rallied behind a shared purpose to connect and serve. In-person
meetings turned into virtual gatherings, and service projects began to include sewing masks and donating
personal protective equipment to first responders.

"Through it all, the RI staff has continued to support members and operations and find new ways for
Rotary to thrive, while still delivering on the promise of our four Action Plan priorities. Rotary added a
new area of focus — the environment. We awarded our first multimillion-dollar grant and achieved a major
milestone in ending polio. We developed learning opportunities to keep members engaged and introduced
technology that enhanced the membership experience."

Welcome to New Satellite Club of Stone Mountain Passport!

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Rotary International has opened the door to evolutionary club formats and the impact of COVID-19
ensured that many of us took advantage of those formats. The Rotary Club of Stone Mountain became a
fully hybrid club in 2017 (featured in Rotary magazine!) well before the pandemic. Now Stone Mountain is
taking advantage of another club innovation - the Passport model! The newly-chartered Rotary Satellite
Club of Stone Mountain Passport had its first meeting Wednesday night, June 23 and will meet online
on the third Wednesday of each month.



This is the first club of its kind in District 6900. It offers a unique and exciting new way to allow members
to continue service without the restrictions of physical meetings, speakers, and limitations of geography.
This is more than an e-club, it is a new approach to Rotary. The new club combines two models - the
Satellite club model and the Passport club model.

o Satellite clubs are subsets of an existing club that meet at a different day and/or time. Satellite clubs
have their own dues structure and bylaws, but are listed officially as members of the sponsoring
club. They have a Chair instead of a President and may not apply for District Grants separately from
the sponsoring club.

o The Passport model is newly approved by Rotary International and can exist as a Satellite or a stand-
alone club. Passport clubs generally meet online once a month to report and record service hours
and projects. There are no speakers or meals (unless we hold a social!). They have their own dues
structure and bylaws and always feature a minimum number of service hours required monthly. This
model is perfect for people who are Rotarians at heart but have restrictions that prevent them from
participating in a traditional club.

Celebrating 100 Years of the Rylander Theater and Americus
Rotary
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This year's Annual Trip Raffle (a Rotary Club of Americus tradition) was celebration of a very unique
year. The pandemic created opportunities for the club to meet many of the needs of the community, but

made it difficult to have regular monthly socials created to "build better friendships" - one of four guiding
principles that Rotarians think, say and do:

The Four-Way Test - Is it the TRUTH? - Is it FAIR to all concerned? - Will it build GOODWILL and BETTER
FRIENDSHIPS? - Will it be BENEFICIAL to all concerned?

The year-end event was also used to pay homage to The Rylander's Centennial and the partnership the
Americus Rotary Club has had with the iconic theater. Discussions in the Americus Rotary Club regarding
the need for a civic auditorium in Americus led to construction of the Rylander Theater in 1921. After
being closed for more than 40 years, the newly-restored Rylander Theater reopened in 1999 and the
Americus Rotary Club was a significant contributor to its restoration. In March of this year, the Americus
Rotary Club wrote for and received a $10,000 grant from The Rotary Foundation to help replace projector
equipment and wiring, just in time for the theater's reopening after a year of closure.

"The Rotary Club of Americus has been wanting to help fund this equipment for some time and were so
glad to have the opportunity to make it happen," exclaimed Angela Smith, club president 2020-21.

As a result of the grant and to celebrate the club's 100-year partnership with the Rylander, it seemed
apropos to hold the club's year-end celebration on stage. The club even had a large cake on hand and sang



"Happy Birthday" to the Rylander before cutting it. Managing Director Heather Stanley was on hand to
address the group and draw for the prizes given away throughout the evening.

"Our partnerships within this community are crucial to our mission and our success. We are so fortunate
to have the support of the Americus Rotary Club as an organization and to also have the individual support
from so many of its members," stated Stanley. "The grant we received is much needed and will be utilized
to further our impact in the community. We are truly grateful for the generosity and support shown to the
theatre over the years."

Every Rotarian got a little something as they arrived as each got to choose a tumbler branded with the
club's logo. Extras were sold with proceeds donated to polio eradication efforts. Prize winners (pictured)
who won the drawing (which included three trips) were Mark Scott (1st), Darryl Brown (2nd), Kenny
Phillips (3rd), Mike Cheokas (4th), Jimmy Whaley (5th), Russ Childers (6th), and Michelle Parker (7th).
